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Miriam Braga

Miriam Braga’s career as a concert pianist was launched after obtaining coveted prizes in the “Concurso Francisco Mignone Duos Pianísticos” and in the “Prêmio Eldorado de Música”.

Her prizes included concerts at the Villa-Lobos Society in Japan, leading to the establishment of her well known Duo PianoForte. Trained in her native Brazil. Ms. Braga’s studied with Amaral Vieira, Lina Pires de Campos, Homero Magalhães and Heitor Alimonda.

She completed her BA (Arts) at the Faculty São Judas Tadeu in São Paulo, and her MA at the UFRJ in Rio de Janeiro. Miriam Braga is highly accomplished both as a solo pianist and as a chamber musician. She has appeared regularly with the principal Brazilian Symphony Orchestras and broadcast on radio and television in Brazil, Mexico and the BBC in England.

Since 1997 she has recording a series of compact discs dedicated to the Brazilian Music. This recorder includes “O Violoncello do Villa” in three volumes with the Brazilian cellist Tânia Lisboa and the Chinese violinist Yang Zhang (complete work of Heitor Villa-Lobos to cello and piano, including the violin trios) and “Brasileiras” with Sara Cohen in the Duo PianoForte (to piano duet – Vol I).

Combining experiences with pedagogical works, Ms. Braga is currently a teacher at the Conservatory of Tatuí, São Paulo, where she professor piano, lectures on Music Perception and Stage Performance.
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
